Slab Wood Door Styles
Slab-style, doors are the most modern of the wood 
looks, and are often seen in contemporary-style kitchen 
designs. Other than optional knobs or pulls, the only 
ornamentation on a slab door is the finish itself—any 
paint color or striking wood veneer. Choose paint and the 

look will be about color. Choose wood veneer and show 
off the unique grain patterns of natural wood. 

Unlike solid wood, these doors are virtually unaffected by 
changes in temperature and humidity.

These variations and features 
are considered to be the nature of the material in relation to their environmental exposure and are not 
covered under this Limited Warranty. 

All solid and composite wood used in our Product is processed to a moisture content that is resistant 
to insect infestation. The manufacturing process for veneer and engineered wood products is followed 
to effectively eliminate insects from manufactured panels and structural composite lumber products. 
Please note that it is possible for infestation to occur after manufacturing whether in storage or after 
installation due to environmental conditions. As set forth above, this Limited Warranty does not cover 
environmental conditions, such as excessive humidity during storage or the infestation of powder post 
beetles, termites, etc., once the product leaves our facility.  In any new construction or remodel, a home 
may be exposed to the elements, and it is the homeowner’s responsibility to take preventative measures 
to avoid infestation subsequent to delivery of our Product.

SOLE AND EXCLUSIVE REMEDY: In the event of a defect in the workmanship or materials of a Product 
or Product component occurring during the warranty period described above, We will, at our option, 
repair or replace any defective Product or Product component. If We determine, at our sole discretion, 
it is not commercially feasible to repair or replace a defective Product or Product component, We may 
refund the original price paid by You for the defective Product or Product component, or provide a 
credit towards a similar type of product sold by Us. The foregoing are Your sole and exclusive remedies 
for any Product defect or non-conformity.

The repair or replacement remedies offered by Us under this Limited Warranty are contingent on the 
current Product offerings of styles and construction options within our Product line at the time a war-
ranty claim is made by You. If a valid warranty claim is filed for an obsolete Product, We reserve the 
right, at our sole option, to honor its repair or replacement obligations under this Limited Warranty by 
either: (1) replacing the affected Product or component with a new Product or component of the same 
or approximate style or color from our current Product line or offerings; or (2) replacing the affected 
Product or component to achieve a uniform appearance with a similar or comparable product style or 
approximate color of the originally purchased style.

WHO IS A RESIDENTIAL PURCHASER? Under this Limited Warranty, a “Residential Purchaser” means 
any of the following:
•	a person who purchases and installs the Product in a dwelling that is owned and used by that person 

as a primary or secondary home;
